STALLION SERVICE CONTRACT - 2011 Breeding SeasonPRIVATE 

This contract, for the 2010 breeding season, from 01-01-11 to 12-31-11 is made and entered into by and between J.P. & Shelley Giacomini, herein designated stallion owners and/or agents, and__________________, mare owner, lessee, or authorized agent, herein designated mare owner.  Mare owner should sign two original copies of this contract and return both copies with the appropriate fees.  Stallion owner will then return one fully executed copy to mare owner.  

This contract covers the stallion named _____________, who is a registered __________ (breed), registration number________________, with the International Andalusian and Lusitano Horse Association and the APSL in Portugal registration number __________________, and the mare named _________________, registration number ______________________with the______________________________(breed association), born on _____________, Sire: ________________________Dam________________________. 

The service fee is $3,000 (three thousand dollars) for purebred Lusitanos/Andalusians or $1,400 (fourteen hundred dollars) for non-Lusitanos/Andalusians, due at the time of signing of this contract unless prior arrangements have been made.  

For shipped semen and/or artificial insemination only, the sum of $200 (written as a separate check) is also due at the time of signing this contract as a container deposit (stallion owner will hold the check) and is refundable upon return of the container (and all it’s components) to the stallion owner (stallion owner will then return the check).   A  sum of $400 is due at the time of signing this contract as a deposit on semen collection, shipping, handling and courier fees. This fee covers the first collection only - the break down is $250 per collection and $100 is the estimate for actual shipping. A courier fee, to bring the container to the airport or other shipper, of $50 will be charged and is included in this deposit.   The deposit shall first be applied to monies due stallion owner, and the balance refunded to the mare owner.  If additional collections are necessary, the mare owner pays those costs prior to collection.   

The total deposit for shipped semen is $400 (EXCLUDES THE CONTAINER DEPOSIT). 

For live cover only, a handling fee of $50 will be charged per covering.  The teasing fee is $25 per teasing day (done every other day). 

The total deposit for live cover is $150.

THE MARE OWNER AGREES: 

1. To provide a copy of registration papers (if any) and photo (or video) of the mare at time of signing contract.  To provide photos of the foal after it’s birth, and a videotape if possible.

2. To have mare cultured and free of infection or disease and in sound breeding condition [this does apply to maiden mares]. 

3. To complete and return the mare history form to the stallion owner. 

4. To inform the stallion owner on the first day of the mare’s heat cycle (or as soon as possible) and provide an estimated date for delivery of semen.  Mare owner must notify stallion owner at least 48 hours prior to the desired date of arrival of semen.  If less than 48 hours notice is given, stallion owner will make every best effort to ship semen to arrive on desired day, without guarantee.  

5. To have mare inseminated by a licensed veterinarian. 

6. To notify stallion owner, not later than 18 days after insemination, of the mare’s pregnancy status via ultrasound

    or by palpation, administered by a licensed veterinarian.  

7. That this contract is not refundable. However any unused shipping fees are refundable. 

8. That stallion owner is not responsible for accident, illness, disease or death of the mare or the foal.  

9. To pay all expenses for artificial insemination, including collection and transport including airline, shipper services, etc. and courier fees applicable, as well as any other necessary fees above and beyond the regular fees and agrees to reimburse stallion owner within five (5) days of being informed by stallion owner. 

10. To assume responsibility for semen container and contents.  If container is lost or damaged while in transit to or from mare owner’s (or their vet’s) facility, mare owner shall pay to stallion owner the sum of $300 per container (However, usually the 

shipper’s insurance should pay for damaged or lost containers). Mare owner agrees to return container to stallion owner within 24 hours of the date of insemination, unless otherwise agreed upon by stallion owner.  There will be a $20 per day late fee charged for late return of the container.  The container and contents should be sent back to stallion owner by FEDEX overnight delivery (or similarly prompt method as soon as the semen has arrived) at the mare owner’s cost.

11. To assume responsibility for determining eligibility of mare and foal(s) for inclusion in any registry.  Mare owner is responsible for registration of the foal and the associated fees.

12. That failure of mare owner to fulfill the obligations stated in this contract will void the live foal guarantee.  

13. For live cover, reasonable mare care costs will be determined by stallion owner in advance and based on the level of service desired by mare owner (i.e., pasture or barn boarding, any special feeding, or care required, etc.). 

THE STALLION OWNER AGREES: 

1. To ship viable, cooled, semen, verified by microscope prior to shipping and extended with fresh semen extender (containing antibiotic, sugar and milk). Stallion owner is not responsible for any damage to the semen during transport or after semen leaves stallion owner’s possession. 

2. To provide, if requested by mare owner, proof that stallion is registered with IALHA (US) & APSL (Portugal). 

3. To provide mare owner with ‘return breeding privileges’ (or life foal guarantee) for the following season ONLY, if mare proves barren or if the foal dies before it can stand and nurse (within 24 hours of birth), providing that all obligations of mare owner have been fulfilled as stated in this contract. Written proof of such loss, signed by a licensed veterinarian, must be presented to stallion owner within ten (10) days of the death of the foal. Return privileges can be extended beyond one year in exceptional cases with the written consent of the stallion owner and at their sole discretion. Return privileges are cancelled if the mare owner fails to meet any of the provisions of this agreement. Return privileges are not transferable to a different mare or to another owner. This contract is mare and owner specific. Return privileges are transferable at stallion owner’s approval, to any other of owner’s stallions in the event that the stallion designated originally is no longer available for whatever reason. 

4. For live cover only, stallion owner retains the right to refuse to breed the mare owner’s mare if, in stallion owner’s sole judgment, her behavior is considered unsafe to the stallion or to the handler. If, for any reason, live cover cannot be replaced by artificial insemination, or if the mare’s health is determined inadequate for breeding by a licensed veterinarian, stallion owner may allow mare owner to substitute the original mare for another one (within all the exact same conditions stipulated in this contract) provided the original mare was never bred or inseminated.  All fees already incurred are not refundable.

5. The stallion owner is not obligated to collect the stallion before 9:00 a.m. and after 6:00 p.m. on any given workday, nor on weekends or national holidays. Stallion owner requires 48 hours notice to be on standby and 24 hours notice for the actual collection and shipment. However, whenever possible, the stallion owner will do the utmost to ship semen whenever it is needed. Extra fees may apply for off-hours collecting or less than 24-hour notice. In the event of inclement weather (hurricane, tornado warning, lightning, hail, etc.) stallion owner cannot guarantee that collection will be performed, but will make every best effort to do so regardless. 

6.  The stallion owner agrees to file the stallion report with the IALHA and to pay the associated filing fee. 

7. Should the stallion chosen by the mare owner become unavailable for any reason, between the time that this contract is signed and the date of live cover or collection, stallion owner will provide use of any of the other stallions available at the time. However, the mare owner is still obligated to the terms of this contract.

THE STALLION OWNER RECOMMENDS: 

Semen collection is not an exact science: many factors can affect the quality of the semen, such as: physical shock during transport, weather changes (to hotter or colder), quality of handling at the inseminating veterinarian’s facility, are but a few of the possibilities. Stallion owner strongly recommends that mare should be inseminated immediately upon arrival of semen at the mare’s owner (or the veterinarian’s) facility. Correct evaluation of semen’s quality, motility etc.,  is extremely difficult to perform accurately, even by a very experienced veterinarian. Outside of a professional reproduction specialized lab, semen motility evaluation is guesswork at best. Semen lives longer in the mare than in the container, so inseminating early is always safer than later, as semen lives longer than the egg. Please read this contract carefully, as all its terms are binding.

THE STALLION OWNER AND MARE OWNER MUTUALLY AGREE: 

1. This contract is not valid unless completed and signed in full by both the stallion owner and the mare owner and all fees have been paid. 

2. Stallion owner and mare owner assume all risks of loss or damage to their own horse (and foal).  

3. This agreement is not assignable or transferable by mare owner to any other party.  

4. This agreement is binding upon the parties, their heirs and assigns and the laws of the state of Kentucky govern it. The parties may amend it only in writing. By signing this contract, you waive your right to litigation concerning its terms in any court. Instead, you agree to the resolution of any conflict by arbitration to be performed in Garrard County, pursuant to the laws of Kentucky.  Arbitration is binding to all parties.
